Facilities are provided for cricket, netball, tennis, croquet, skateboarding, basketball,
baseball, hockey, softball, athletics and all football codes. Council is developing an
extensive network of cycleways throughout the Shire and there are over 208 reserves
available for public recreation — many with barbecues and play equipment.

Year round access is available to ocean and lake front beaches, and you can enjoy the
natural beauty of Wyrrabalong National Park, Crackneck Lookout at Bateau Bay and the
extensive Munmorah State Recreation Area.

BEACHES

Wyong Shire has 37kms of ocean shoreline. The Shire's beaches provide a resource for
swimming, surfing, boating and other water based activities attracting residents and holiday
makers.

Wyong Shire Council Lifeguard Service patrols the Shire's six main beaches:

Lakes, Soldiers, North Entrance, The Entrance, Towoon Bay and Shelley Beach.

The beaches are patrolled for seven months of the year between the end of September and
25 April. Excluding weekends and public holidays when the Shires beaches are patrolled by
Surf Life Saving volunteers.

HOW IS COUNCIL PRESERVING OUR LAKES?

The Tuggerah Lakes system consists of three interconnected brackish lakes; Tuggerah
Lake, Lake Budgewoi and Lake Munmorah, which form the main geographical features of
this Shire. The lakes have only one opening to the Pacific Ocean, which is located at The
Entrance.

In 2006 Council adopted the Tuggerah Lakes Estuary Management Plan in which provides
the platform for sustainable, co-operative management of the lakes system. It is a Plan for
managing one of Australia’s unique estuaries and Wyong Shire’s most valuable natural
asset. If implemented fully, the Tuggerah Lakes Estuary Management Plan has the potential
to halt the current rate of environmental decline that is being experienced in the lakes
system. The Lakes are a water wonderland for Shire residents and visitors alike and it is
crucial that the Lakes are managed for future generations to enjoy.

Implementation of the Plan commenced in July 2007 and currently being funded by: a
Federal Government grant ($20 million over 5 years), a ratepayer Stormwater Levy ($25 per
rateable property per annum generating in the order of $1.5 million/annum), and, revenue
from Tourist Park operations (in the order of $1 million/annum).

Works detailed in the Plan will be carried out in and around the lakes, including the entire
catchment and its rivers and creeks which have a large impact on the lakes. If implemented
fully, the Tuggerah Lakes Estuary Management Plan has the potential to halt the current rate
of decline that is being experienced in the lakes system and provides:

improved recreational facilities around the lakes and creeks (e.g. cycleways, picnic
areas, boat ramps, lake beach facilities)

improved quality of stormwater entering the lakes from the catchment

improve water quality at lake beaches

restore lake foreshore habitat (e.g. saltmarsh) inturn restoring the natural processes of
wrack (dead seagrass leaves) breakdown

reduce wrack build up on the Lakes foreshores inturn improving the lake shore amenity
stabilise eroded creek banks

sustainable water use

an informed community on lake management issues

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GARBAGE AND RECYCLING

WHAT GARBAGE AND RECYCLING SERVICES ARE PROVIDED?

Council encourages consumers to reduce the waste that needs collection by recycling some
items themselves, for example mulching and composting of green waste.

Weekly Waste Bin (Red lid)

This bin will be placed out weekly.
Items for this bin include:-

Food scraps - Long Life and popper containers
Plastic bags - Light globes andpyrex
Polystyrene foam - Other garbage that can't be recycled

Disposable nappies

Fortnightly Recyclable Bin (Yellow lid)

Your recycling bin will be emptied out alternative fortnight to your green waste bin.
Items for this bin include:-

Paper and cardboard products - Aluminium cans, clean foil and trays
Steel and aerosol cans - Milk and juice cartons with gable tops
Rigid plastic containers, including lids - Margarine and ice cream containers

Glass bottles and jars

Remember: If you are not sure if something is recyclable, check the sticker on the inside lid
of the bin. If you are still unsure, check with Thiess Services on 1300 126 278 or the new
Thiess web site www.lcoast.com.au

Put your waste bin (red lid) out every week on your normal garbage collection day. If you are
unsure of your collection day, contact Theiss Services on 1300 126 278
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Fortnightly Garden Vegetation Collection (Green lid )

Residential properties east of the F3 Freeway have been issued with a garden vegetation bin
(the one with the green lid). Your garden vegetation bin will be emptied every fortnight on
your normal garbage day.

This vegetation will be composted, so it is most important that only acceptable materials be
placed inside.

Grass clippings and leaves - Timber (unpainted, untreated, no
Flowers and weeds nails)
Prunings, twigs and branches - Plants and small shrubs

Remember, bins will not be collected if they have been overfilled or the lids have been left
open. When two bins are put out, leave them on the kerb one metre apart.

What About On-Call Bulk Kerbside Collection?

Garbage which is too bulky, too heavy or too big to be collected in the weekly or fortnightly
collections will also be collected.

Each household is entitled to six on-call kerbside collections of bulk household waste, or bulk
garden vegetation (placing bulk household waste and bulk garden vegetation out at the same
time counts as two services).

For bulk household collections, you CAN put out:

Household appliances

Furniture and mattresses

Whitegoods such as fridges, stoves and washing machines (remove all doors)
Small car parts

Hot water services

Bagged and boxed items

Bric-a-brac

For bulk household collections you CANNOT put out:

Panes of glass

Hazardous wastes such as paints, asbestos and chemicals
Unwanted medicines and liquids

Items that can not be reasonably removed by two people
Tyres

Food scraps and household garbage

Garden waste
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For bulk garden vegetation collections, you CAN put out:

Tree branches
Garden vegetation
Untreated timber

For bulk garden vegetation collections, you CANNOT put out:

Food waste

Chemically treated, painted or stained timber
Vegetation too heavy to be lifted by two people
Plastic bags

HOW DO | BOOK A BULK KERBSIDE COLLECTION?

Before placing material out for collection, phone Council’'s Contractor, Thiess
Services on 1300 126 278 or the new Thiess web site www.1coast.com.au to book a
kerbside collection. You must book at least 2 business days in advance, otherwise the
collection will occur on the following week.

For a prompt pick-up please ensure that:

Only acceptable material is placed on the footpath.

All material is presented neatly.

Bulk household waste and bulk vegetation is presented in separate piles.

The amount of waste does not exceed 2 cubic metres or equivalent to one box trailer load.

Please place your material on the footpath the night before the collection day.

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ABANDONED MOTOR VEHICLES

If you notice an abandoned motor vehicle you may contact Customer Service on (02) 4350
5555 and the Rangers will carry out an inspection of the vehicle to determine whether or not
it has been abandoned or stolen.

It is important to note that if a motor vehicle is still under current registration it cannot be
declared as being abandoned even if it is substantially damaged. The Rangers will take a
photo of the vehicle and also interview at least two neighbouring people to try and ascertain
where the vehicle may have come from.

Another important thing to remember is not to remove or damage any part of the vehicle.
The Rangers record all the information pertaining to the vehicle on an Abandoned Vehicle
Report and this is then taken to the local Police Station to try and ascertain the identity of the
previous owner. Once the ownership of the vehicle has been established a letter is sent to
the owner requesting that the vehicle be removed.

Council is required by law to give the owner sufficient time to remove the vehicle. The owner
has seven days in which to recoup the vehicle removed and the vehicle impounded. If,
following police enquiries, no record of the vehicle can be found a contractor is employed to
remove the vehicle.

Residents should also note that Council will receive any vehicles at Buttonderry Land Fill at
no charge. Also available is a vehicle removal service. A fee (paid prior to removal) Council
will arrange the removal of the vehicle provided it is in a readily accessible position Contact
Council to obtain fee.
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PETS AND WILDLIFE

DO | HAVE TO REGISTER MY DOG?

All dogs over the age of six months are required by law to be registered. Dog registrations
are transferable from one Council area to another within the State of New South Wales.

Dogs can be registered at Council’s offices at The Entrance, Tuggerah and Wyong and Lake
Haven Library. Registration costs $150.00 per dog, or $40.00 for a desexed dog, and $15.00
per dog for Pension Concession card holders provided the dog is desexed. It also costs
$40.00 for Breeders. Registration of your dog is for its lifetime and the dog must be
microchipped before it can be registered.

CAN | EXERCISE MY DOG OFF ITS LEAD?

Dogs are required to be restrained while in a public place with the exception of prescribed
dog exercise areas. These areas are:

Parks

» Bateau Bay Reserve bounded by Avignon Avenue, Sabrina Avenue and Fishermans Bend
* Reserve off Moola Road, Buff Point (excluding the sports oval)

» Charmhaven Reserve, Lowana Avenue, Charmhaven

 Drainage easement, James Watt Drive, Chittaway Bay

* Lees Reserve, Wyong Road, Chittaway Bay

» Helen Reserve, Gascoigne Road, Gorokan

* Craigie Reserve, Donald Avenue, Kanwal

» Reserve adjacent to Colongra Bay Hall, Colongra Bay Road, Lake Munmorah
* Reserve, Tallowood Crescent, Ourimbah

» Council Reserve, Peppercorn Avenue and Ivory Crescent, Woongarrah

» Mataram Ridge Park (southern section), Woongarrah

Beaches

* Lakes Beach from 500m north of the Surf Club to Ocean Street

» North Shelly Beach, from the northern beach access walkway off Shelly Beach Road
(adjacent to the golf course) to the beach access stairs opposite Swadling Reserve

* North Entrance Beach from Wyuna Avenue to Stewart Street

While dogs are allowed on these beaches and reserves unleashed, their owner remain liable
for prosecution if the animals attack another person or dog or cause a nuisance to people on
the beach.

VACCINATION
DOGS

There are three fatal viral illnesses against which your dog must be vaccinated, distemper,
hepatitis and parvovirus. Your puppy cannot receive full immunity until it has had its last
vaccinations at 16 weeks. Before then the dog will have received two temporary
vaccinations, the first at 6-8 weeks and the second at 10-12 weeks. These provide a
temporary cover only and it is important that it is over 16 weeks old when it gets the third
booster.

Your dog will then need a booster against these three diseases every year for the rest of its
life.
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CATS

There are two main diseases against which your cat should be vaccinated. The first is Feline
Enteritis, a fatal cause of diarrhoea in unvaccinated cats of any age but particularly kittens.
All kittens need vaccinating against this and all cats need annual boosters to maintain their
immunity.

The second disease is “Cat Flu” or Feline Rhinotracheitis. This disease is either sometimes
fatal or not, but it may become a chronic recurring problem. Hence it is essential to
vaccinate against.

The vaccination program commences as soon as you pick up your kitten and depending on
its age it will need two or three vaccinations. If presented at 6-8 weeks of age your kitten will
need another two boosters: at 10-12 weeks and again at 14-16 weeks. Kittens are very
susceptible to contracting these infectious diseases and should be vaccinated as soon as
you take possession of them.

Older cats should start with a course of two vaccinations four weeks apart, and then every
cat needs yearly boosters for life.

MICROCHIPPING

As of July 1999, new legislation was passed which makes microchipping of puppies and
kittens compulsory.

Microchips are a small 2mm implant containing a "barcode" that can be inserted under the
skin. The microchipping procedure involves placing the microchip under the skin between the
shoulder blades with a needle. This can be done by a veterinarian during a consultation.
Once in place, the microchip will enable immediate identification of your animal whenever it
is scanned. The ten digit number displayed is permanently on a central registry alongside
your details. It is important that you notify the Council of any change of address.

All puppies and kittens need to be microchipped at the age of 12 weeks. All other dogs need
to be microchipped within three years.

There is no law that says adult cats need to be microchipped, but they will have to be
registered with the Council. Unidentified cats usually do not survive being impounded due to
the difficulty of finding their owners. For this reason it is strongly recommended that you
have your cat microchipped too.
