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1
OBJECTIVES

1.1
To provide for the use of the lakes and rivers whilst not adversely affecting the amenity of the area or the possible future use of the lake system.

1.2
To protect the visual character and natural landscape of the Shire's waterways.

1.3
To promote the co‑ordinated management of waterfront developments.

2
REQUIREMENTS

2.1
Any material excavated from below low tide or the natural water table must be tested for potential acid-sulphate soils and, if found, treated to neutralise prior to disposal.

2.2
Boat Ramps and Slipways

2.2.1
The length of a boat ramp shall not exceed more than 5 metres beyond the deemed high water mark.

2.2.2
The width of a boat ramp shall not exceed 3 metres.

2.2.3
A boat ramp shall be constructed directly on the bed of the lake.  Reclamation of the bed of the lake is not permitted under any circumstances.  Minor excavation of the lake bed, so as to produce a more even grade, is acceptable.  Any excavated material is to be disposed of on private land.

2.2.4
A boat ramp shall be constructed flush with the natural level of the foreshore.  That part of the boat ramp which is below the mean high water mark shall not project more than 150 mm above the bed of the Lake.  Construction of the boat ramp shall not produce any lakeward displacement of the mean high water mark.

2.2.5
Boat ramps shall be constructed in concrete with a serrated non‑slip surface.

2.2.6
A boat ramp shall enter the lake at the mean high water mark.  Where sea walls have been constructed the foreshore must be excavated such that each side of the boat ramp is reformed to a gentle batter (not greater than 1:8) so as to enable pedestrian access along the foreshore.
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2.3
Jetties

2.3.1
Council will not grant consent to the construction of jetties from foreshores where a public reserve exists above high water mark.

2.3.2
Council will only grant consent to the construction, extension or rebuilding of jetties which are subject to shared use and entitlement between two or more adjoining waterfront properties.

2.3.3
Legal access must be available from each participating allotment.  Legal access can be achieved by constructing the jetty from the common side boundary, in the case of shared use between two parties, or by the creation of a legal right of way.

2.3.4
A jetty shall be constructed in such a manner as to not adversely affect the natural movement of water and not cause the accumulation of weed or other material.

2.3.5
A jetty should generally form a right angle with the shoreline, but may form some other angle where appropriate to the circumstances.

2.3.6
The length of a jetty, as measured from the deemed high water mark, shall not exceed:


a
the average length of those jetties, if any, within 75 metres of the proposed jetty;


b
the minimum length necessary to provide a depth of 1.2 metres at mean high water; or


c
25 metres;


whichever is the lesser.

2.3.7
The length of "L" or "T" ends shall not exceed 3 metres.

2.3.8
The width of a jetty shall be not more than 1.2 metres.

2.3.9
The finished surface of a jetty shall be at least 0.6 metres, but not more than 0.75 metres, above mean high water.

2.3.10
Upon the grant of development consent that jetties be constructed to a standard as detailed by Council and that the applicant provide Council with a Deed of Release indemnifying Council against future claims as a result of the construction of the jetties.

2.4
Retaining Walls

2.4.1
Retaining walls must be located wholly within private land above the deemed high water mark and not exceed one metre in height.

2.4.2
Retaining walls shall be designed by a practicing structural engineer.

2.4.3
Designs and materials used shall be consistent with any other existing structures in the immediate vicinity.

2.4.4
Retaining walls shall be designed with a minimum life expectancy of 50 years.
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2.5
Riverfront Structures

2.5.1
Council may consent to the following structures in rivers and creeks:


a
landing platforms provided that the intrusion from a defined bank into the waterway does not exceed 2 metres and the length does not exceed 6 metres;


b
minor dredging so as to maintain or restore navigable access to an existing domestic jetty, slipway or boat ramp, provided that the depth of the channel so created does not exceed 1.2 metres at mean high water;


c

domestic slipways, where the Council is satisfied that the development would have less environmental impact than a boat ramp; or


d

domestic retaining walls, where the Council is satisfied that the development is necessary to control landslip, active erosion of the foreshore and persistent or continuing inundation.
